made to the law 
Bill goes through the  

Parliamentary process 

This includes referral to select committee, which 

includes a public consultation process  

Government accepts some 

or all of the Commission’s 

recommendations 

Government rejects 

Commission’s 

recommendations 

Government responds to 

Law Commission Report 

 

Law reform is completed 

The Bill becomes law when it is 

assented to. 

Call for 

submissions 

The Commission 

asks the public to 

submit their 

opinions on the 

Issues Paper. 

 

Referred to the 

Law Commission 

The Minister 

responsible for the 

Law Commission may 

refer the idea/review 

to the Law 

Commission for 

consideration.
